Her dissertation, 

entitled, “A Theology of Liberative Wellness for Black Women Clergy” engaged an 

adaptive self-care framework and model for pursuing black clergy women’s physical 

health and well-being undergirded by Womanist and Black theology.  In addition, she 

extends her service through faith leadership at the Christina Seix Academy (CSA) in 

Trenton. Sushama is an ordained minister in the UCC. 

Sushama cherishes life with her husband, Rob Connor, Ph.D., head of school at CSA, and 

their two sons, Lekh (16) and Rowan (14).
